HORSE REGULATIONS 
 

1. No Telephone entries. 
2. Entries closed 30th January 2012 
3. Entries taken on day at penalty—no concession. 
4. Random height checks may apply.  All horses in open saddle classes may be asked to produce a 

current EFA, SHC, VASA height certificate.  If proof is not forthcoming on the day of show, or 
within 2 weeks of show, prize/performance will be forfeited. 

5. Organisers reserve the right to measure an exhibit should a dispute arise. 
6. VASA insurance is included in fees. 
7. Stallions/Colts must be bitted/restrained under adult supervision at all times.(persons over 17 

yrs.)  Failure to do so may result in being asked to remove said animal from grounds. 
8. All competitors whilst mounted must wear regulation safety helmet or similar.  Any competitor 

not adhering to this regulation will be asked to dismount from horse/pony immediately. 
9. The committee reserve the right to reject or refuse any competitor entry. 
10. Novice - Not to have won an Open class competing singularly at an Agricultural Show. 
11. Elementary—May have won a Novice class, but not an Open class, competing singularly at an 

Agricultural Show. 
12. No refund on entry fees. 
13. Random swabbing may take place. 
14. On achieving an Open Saddle Championship in one ring, said exhibit will not be eligible to com-

pete in further open saddle classes. 
15. The event is run under the rules and regulations of VASA. 
16. The Society is affiliated with VASA  and Port Phillip Association. 
17. Exhibits can only show either Open or Show Hunter not both in an Open Ring.
